Para-Alpine report as circulated.  Mission Ridge & Wapti.  Province is down to 1 examiner.
CADS report as circulated.  Murray is not happy with direction or changes.  The manual is not ready for Nov. 26-28 (3 day pre-course). There is a lot more work for the examiner.  Murray is the only examiner with a disability in Canada.  Changes to Level 1 will not have all the disabilities (blind, sit, etc).  Murray cannot take CSIA certification anymore.  There is a pass/fail for all the courses. Michelle recommended talking to Coaching Association of Sask and lobbying to national association.  Pat talked to Tommy Chevrette, Chair of the Technical Committee about our concerns.  The online membership website is working better.  Risk management is now online.  30 day requirement is now required.

- Biathlon Report (McQuaid)

Because of the HPPI Strategy, we are developing connections with Biathlon Sask.   Biathlon Sask has submitted an equipment grant with Sasksport Adaptive Grant.   Biathlon Sask head coach has supplied a target to Brittany and is willing to provide coaching.  Jesse, an arm amp, is doing para-biathlon, borrowing SASKI Skiing for Disabled air rifle, passed his PAL license and joined a biathlon club.  Bobbi is excited to try out blind biathlon.

- Club Reports 
Regina Ski Club as electronically submitted.  Season costs $150 (for 6 sessions).  
Snobounders – Does not exist anymore but we do have money.  3 last executive want to disperse $3600 by Dec. 31 2014. Their preference is to start either a new program or equipment.  SASKI Skiing for Disabled would report back to the 3 former executive.

Snobuddy – local ski xc club has few members left.  
Saskatoon Nordic CIub – has 15 blind skiers and an 18 guides that ski every Saturday and 1 blind & arm amp racers with the high performance group.  Jeff provides instruction 2/year.   2 are going to Ski for Light in USA and Canada (alternatively William Watson Lodge & Kamloops).  Trying to fund raise for bibs and guide training.   
Asessippi Avalanche - 11 CADS certified instructors working with schools.  Last year was a challenge with the cold.  Shaw Cable did a video session.  $80 for ski rental & instructor for 2 hours.  No extra charge for school groups.
